The School Recycling Contest is a great way to get started and ease into recycling at your school or further advance your recycling efforts. A list of activities and their point values is attached. Teachers and students can select as many activities as they want to accomplish. The chances of getting a cash reward is directly dependent on how proactive a school is, i.e., how many items it recycles, how actively it promotes its program, educating people on the importance of recycling, etc. For each recycling activity a school undertakes, it receives points. For every 10 points earned, schools will get a ticket in our drawing. We will pull 26 tickets and award $300 for each ticket drawn. We will be awarding a total of $7,800 to schools in our district! Schools may have multiple tickets in the drawing increasing their chances of winning.


How does a school earn points?


Between January 15th and April 22nd complete activites listed in the School Recycling Contest Guide or contact the Northwest Indiana Solid Waste District with your own activity ideas to determine their point value. Activities can be completed by individuals or by groups (students, teachers, staff, volunteers, parents, etc.) For every 10 points earned, your school will receive one ticket in our drawing.
